
Blockages should not deter you, neither should you be
confused when persecuted nor be despondent when

in trouble.  You may still have a favorable outcome inspite
of your challenges.  Success when kept in track could be
rewarding.  When you are successful, people consider
you fruitful and flourishing – so aim for it and don’t settle
for less.  King David was a successful man in every area
of life.  As a shepherd, he was a great shepherd; as a
king, his kingdom was established despite oppositions
and wars.  He considered success as “behaving yourself
wisely in all your ways”.  Kindly compare these verses of
the scriptures:

“And David behaved wisely in all his ways, and the LORD
was with him.  Therefore, when Saul saw that he behaved
very wisely, he was afraid of him.”  (1 Sam. 18:14-15
(KJV))

“In everything he did he had great success, because the
LORD was with him.  When Saul saw how successful he
was, he was afraid of him.”  (1 Sam. 18:14-15 (NIV))

So, I also see success as “wisdom to behave and conduct
myself right at all times”.  I celebrate with joy, every
individual I meet; the reason is because your being alive

“In everything he did he had great success, because the LORD was with him.  
When Saul saw how successful he was, he was afraid of him.”  (1 Sam. 18:14-15 (NIV))
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and surviving the unknown world of the womb and trials of
birth, is a huge success.  However, as we grow, many peo-
ple derail from the path of success and life becomes hard
and difficult.  I watch with sadness people abandoning their
natural gifting and striving for the unreachable.  “If a son
asks for bread from any father among you, will he give him
a stone? Or if he asks for a fish, will he give him a serpent
instead of a fish?  Or if he asks for an egg, will he offer him
a scorpion? If you then, being evil, know how to give good
gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly
Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!” (Lk. 11:11-13).

In this passage, our Lord Jesus expresses the Father’s love
to His son.  The Father provides for his son even when he
doesn’t have, he desires to do so.  Jesus pointed out specific
provisions – bread, fish and egg – if well prepared will be
naturally nutritious.  However, he contrasted each of this:
bread contrasted with stone; fish
with serpent; and egg with scorpion.
Receiving stone as blessing or serpent
for favor or scorpion for a reward,
show the misery of life and it’s an evil
case.  Stones are hard, no matter
how long we cook them, and they
are not edible.  This speaks of
replacement of blessing with hardship
and suffering.  Whereas, bread can
satisfy your hunger, making you gain calories for strength.
Jesus after fasting for forty days and nights became hungry
and was tempted by the devil.  His first temptation was to
turn stone to bread (Matt. 4:3).  The devil presented a hard
situation before him, but Jesus refused it.

Fish in replacement of serpent is when pleasure turns to
pain; serpent is a symbol of deception.  We are commanded
to tread upon it (Lk. 10:19).  Success becomes unattainable
when what we are commanded to tread upon becomes what
we depend on to satisfy our needs.  Replacing scorpion with
egg is when feeding becomes scourging.  Serpent and
scorpion sting and could be deadly when not treated.  I ask
you, when seeking success, do you get bread, fish and egg?
Or stone, serpent and scorpion?  One who gets stone,
serpent and scorpion finds it hard to succeed and may go
through the cycle of oppression, affliction and sorrow.  But
the one who gets bread, fish and egg, see success as
satisfying and fulfilling.

TREASURE IN MY SACKS

“But he said, “Peace be with you, do not be afraid. Your God
and the God of your father has given you treasure in your
sacks; I had your money.” Then he brought Simeon out to
them.” (Gen. 43:23). This was the declaration of one of
Joseph’s stewards to the children of Jacob, after they had
visited Egypt during the drought.  In their first visit to Egypt,
Joseph – the great leader of Egypt next to Pharaoh had
commanded to “restore every man’s money into his sack”
(Gen. 42:25).  This instruction was carried out without the
knowledge of the children of Jacob.  So they departed from
Egypt unknown to them that their money had been restored.
On their journey back home one of them opened his sack.
“But as one of them opened his sack to give his donkey feed
at the encampment, he saw his money; and there it was, in

the mouth of his sack” (Gen. 42:27).  They were all amazed
perhaps terrified to see the money in the sack.  So they
continued their journey until they got home and narrated
their experiences to Jacob their father.  As they emptied the
sacks, they all discovered that individual money was
restored.  “Then it happened as they emptied their sacks,
that surprisingly each man’s bundle of money was in his
sack; and when they and their father saw the bundles of
money, they were afraid” (Gen. 42:35).

I consider this in light of every mankind carrying a treasure
– things valuable to our destiny.  As we engage in the journey
of life carrying valuable possessions that the Almighty God
has put in us, many people never live to discover it until the
end of their journey, when “they empty their sacks”, then
they discover what they had in their possession to profit
them in life, but never used.  Only one of Jacob’s sons

discovered his own treasure.
While others celebrated with him
and perhaps discussed about it for
the rest of their journey.  I have
learnt so many principles of success
in life, and one of those is that, the
successful people we celebrate
may not necessarily be the best in
their fields.  Why do I say so?
Many of us are like Jacob’s sons

who saw success in others but failed to see greater success
in themselves.  Those, whom we all talk about and try to be
like, may not be better than us.  All we need to do is to look
inwardly on God’s gifting for our lives and apply them.

Even when they all discovered that their money was
restored, they had no claim to it because they thought it was
an error.  They kept it until they returned to Egypt the second
time. “Take double money in your hand, and take back in
your hand the money that was returned in the mouth of your
sacks; perhaps it was an oversight” (Gen. 43:12).  In returning
to Egypt, they played honesty in humbly returning the
money (Gen. 43:19-22).  Then the steward made them
understand the mysteries of what they have been carrying,
“treasure in your sacks”.  The steward put it in their sacks by
command and so he attributed it to; “your God and the God
of your father” (v. 23).  In most cases it takes somebody to
identify our gifting and points out the best in us.  Even then,
we often disregard it, expecting something beyond reach.
Jacob’s children called it “money” but the steward called it
“treasure”; something more than money – precious and
valuable.  Even so are you; possessing precious and valuable
gifts of life.

May I ask, if you have uncover the treasure in you?  It may
be deep down in you suppressed by the sorrow of the past
and the shame of your youth.  It is a difficult position to be,
going through life as orphans yet we have an Eternal Father.
It is worse, when in trouble and despised without hope, yet
the Comforter lives in us.  Worst still, when the angels are at
our service, but we ignore them.  I have been privileged to
meet people of all works of life at different stages of their
earthly journey – children, toddlers, teenagers and adults.  I
watch carefully how people struggle to no avail and how
they engage in unending battles with failure – uncertain
about a better tomorrow.  May we reconnect back to our

WHO KEEPS YOUR BAG?

I enjoy travelling and have toured some historical places of
the world.  I remember in some of the places I visited, the
tour guide will announce, “please keep your bags”.  I have
seen some people loosing their bags to thieves.  I have
seen them crying and in rage, perhaps not because of the
bag, which may be replaceable, but could be because of the
items in the bag.  Bags are for holding, storing or carrying
something.  We pack our bags
based on the appointment or
occasion – items in the bags are
ready for use for our comfort.  A
soldier set for battle packs his
bags to suit his needs, while a
student set for classroom focuses
on the essentials.  Bags help us
to carry with ease several items
without falling apart.  So also in
life, every individual is equipped
with gifts and values to help our life’s journey.

I ask you what do you carry in your bag of destiny?  David
the shepherd boy, confronted Goliath – the giant, by picking
five smooth stones from the brook and putting them in his
bag (1 Sam. 17:40).  He then brought out the stone from the
bag when needed.  I ask you, “What do you carry in your
bag?  Perhaps, who is keeping your bag?  I watched a couple
shopping in a store with their son.  They picked up the items
needed and was ready to pay, but could not.  Why?  Their
son carrying the bag left the store, running around the mall.
No bag, no transaction, because the bag contains the
money and the credit cards.  They waited until the boy
returned.  Judas was to betray our Lord Jesus.  The easy
way to fulfil his assignment was to target the bag.  “This he
said, not that he cared for the poor; but because he was a
thief, and had the bag, and bare what was put therein.  For
some of them thought, because Judas had the bag, that
Jesus had said unto him, Buy those things that we have
need of against the feast; or, that he should give something

to the poor.” (Jn. 12:6; Jn. 13:29).  He was the keeper of the
bag, yet a thief.

The lack of success of many people could be a direct attack
on their bags.  I mean the bag of your destiny – where your
treasures are kept.  Hear the sayings of Jesus – “Sell what
you have and give alms; provide yourselves money bags
which do not grow old, a treasure in the heavens that does
not fail, where no thief approaches nor moth destroys” (Lk.
12:33).  From this verse of the scripture, attacks on the bag
of your destiny can be:  “waxing old”, “thief”, “eaten by
moths”.
